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From the Chairperson’s Desk

The Financial Year, 2023-24 was indeed historic for the Mumbai Port as it
celebrated its 150th Anniversary. Mumbai Port recreated a piece of this history,
to commemorate this occasion, by holding a Special Board Meeting at the Durbar
Hall, Asiatic Society on its Anniversary Day, the 26t June 2023, where the first
meeting of the Board of the Port of Mumbai was held. I was indeed privileged to
Chair this historic meeting. It gives me immense pleasure to present the
Administrative Report, 2023-24.

2. In this historic Financial Year, 2023-24, Mumbai Port Authority created
an all time high record by handling the highest ever cargo. Mumbai Port handled
traffic of 67.26 million metric tonnes (MMT) in 2023-24, as against 63.61 million
metric tonnes in the Financial Year 2022-23, thereby registering a growth of
5.74% over the previous year

Some of the salient features of the performance are as under:

. Crude oil handled at Jawahar Dweep recorded an all-time high
tonnage of 23.35 million tonnes (21.87 million tonnes in 2022-
23).

o Steel cargo handled (Indira Dock + OCT) increased by 36.55%.

o Cruise: Cruise Traffic continue to increase as Mumbai Port

handled 27 international and 91 domestic cruise calls in 2023-
24 as against 20 international and 71 domestic cruise calls in
2022-23.

Efficiency parameters for the year 2023-24 as compared to 2022-23

(@) Number of ships which entered the port were 7519 as against 7401
in 2022-23, an increase of 1.59% over the previous year.

(b) There was no Average pre-berthing detention on Port Account.

(c) Average Turn-Round Time of Vessels (from Pilot boarding to de-
boarding) was 62.97 hrs. as against 67.42 hrs. during previous
year.

(d) Average Ship-berth day output during the year is 11152 tonnes as
against 10035 tonnes during previous year.

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Mumbai Port’s Financial Performance highlights for the year 2023-24

e Operating Income during the year 2023-24 was Rs.2,284.34 crore as
against Rs.2,121.15 crore in 2022-23 showing an increase of 7.69%
Operating Expenditure during the year 2023-24 was Rs.1,035.52 crore as
against the Operating Expenditure of Rs.1,087.80 crore in the

year 2022-23 registering a decrease of 4.81%.

e Operating Profit was Rs.1,248.82 crore as against Rs.1,033.36 crore in
2022-23, thereby registering an increase of 20.85%

e Profit Before Tax (PBT) amounted to (-) Rs.250.13 crore in 2023-24, as
against (-) Rs.12.51 crore in the year 2022-23. Rs.1,379.30 crore was
contributed to Pension Fund Trust.

3. Swachhata is an ongoing process followed throughout the year. Ever since
its inception, Mumbai Port has imbibed Swachhata in its culture in response to
the Prime Minister’s call for Swachha Bharat Abhiyan. Special campaigns were
carried out during the Swachhata Pakhwada which was observed in Mumbai Port
from 16t September to 31st September 2023 with invaluable contributions from
all departments/divisions. In addition, as directed by the Ministry Swachata Hi
Sewa event was organized on 1st October 2023 when a special drive was
conducted at the Hamallage Building, Indira Dock and Port Hospital Building,
Wadala.

4. Vigilance Awareness Week was observed in Mumbai Port Authority from
30.10.2023 to 5.11.2023. During the Vigilance Awareness Week, Shri
Sarbananda Sonowal, Hon’ble Minister for Ports, Shipping & Waterways and Shri
T.K. Ramchandran, Secretary (Shipping) visited Mumbai International Cruise
Terminal on 3.11.2023 and viewed the drawing made by the students of SNDT
Women’s College on the theme of Vigilance Awareness Week, 2023. There was
ceremonial release of balloons displaying message of Vigilance Awareness Week
by the Hon’ble Minister for Ports, Shipping & Waterways. Also various
competitions like Elocution, Essay, Poetry recitation, Jingle and Rangoli on the
vigilance theme for the employees and their family members were organized.

Street play on Public Interest Disclosure & Protection of Informer
(PIDP]) was enacted and also an Animation film on PIDPI was prepared and
circulated in various Whats App groups to spread awareness amongst the
employees, Port users/stakeholders and vendors.

5. Important Events during the year

(1) 150th Anniversary Celebrations

The Financial Year 2023-24 was a historic year for the Mumbai Port.
Mumbai Port commemorated its Sesquicentennial (150t) Anniversary, a
milestone, by holding a Special Board Meeting at Durbar Hall, Asiatic Society.
Shri Rajiv Jalota, IAS, Chairpeson released the specially created short captivating
film and specially curated book “Legend of the Great Harbor -150 years of
Mumbai Port” both narrating the glorious history of the port through different
eras, its significance and impact on trade and culture, most specifically in
developing the City of Mumbai into the financial capital of the country. To mark
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the occasion, the Port Bhavan was decorated in a grand style befitting the
occasion, with a variety of colourful flowers, garlands and rangolis.
(i1) National Fire Service Day

National Fire Service Day was observed on 14th April 2023 to pay homage
to the brave fire fighters, who sacrificed their lives in the line of duty while
tackling Bombay Docks Catastrophe on 14th April 1944 on the vessel Fort Stikine
berthed at 01 Victoria Docks and fire thereafter. A wreath laying ceremony was
arranged at the Fire Service Memorial, Victoria Dock and homage was paid to the
brave fire fighters. The theme being Awareness in Fire Fighting for growth of
National Infrastructure (AGNI) Fire Safety Awareness Drive was undertaken by
Port Fire Services on basic fire-fighting and fire prevention. Training of fire
extinguishers were given to all Port workers.

(il  World Environment Day

Mumbai Port organized a Tree Plantation Drive at Reay Road to celebrate
the World Environment Day on 5th June 2023. Shri Rajiv Jalota, IAS,
Chairperson, MbPA flagged off the drive and administered the pledge to all
present. A book-let on Green Vision was released. A Street play to create
awareness of importance of green environment was also enacted during the
occasion. On this occasion, the Chairperson, MbPA stated that the project was
conceptualized with a vision to combat rising air pollution and achieve better Air
Quuality Index level in Mumbai.

(iv) International Yoga Day

Mumbai Port Authority celebrated the International Yoga Day at Gateway
of India on 21st June 2023 in association with Patanjali Yog Samithi, SEEPZ,
ECGS Ltd. and with Ministry of Textiles, Commerce & Industry and Consumer
Affairs, Food and Public Distribution. The programme was attended by many
dignitaries including Shri Eknath Shinde, Hon’ble Chief Minister, Government of
Maharashtra and Shri Piyush Goyal, Hon’ble Minister of Textiles, Commerce and
Industry and Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution. On this occasion,
the Chief Minister emphasized the need of Yoga and benefits of Yoga in day to
day life and that Shri Narendra Modi, Hon’ble Prime Minister, will be leading the
International Day of Yoga at the United Nations. Shri Piyush Goyal highlighted
the need of yoga and shared his experience and benefits of Yoga.

6. Global Maritime India Summit, 2023

1. TARIFF REVIEW:
A. Scale of Rates for Port operations: -
1. General revision —

Revised Scale of Rates alongwith Performance Standards are published in
the State Extraordinary Gazette (part II) No.122 on 29.08.2022 which came
into force from 03.10.2022 and shall be in force for a period of 3 years subject
to Annual Indexation

2. Annual Indexation of SOR —

Annual Indexation of SOR under Tariff Policy for Major Port Authorities,
2021

IPA vide its letter No. IPA/MSD/WPI1/2024 dated 30.03.2024 has declared
the Annual Indexation factor for indexation of SOR of Major Port
Authorities for the financial year 2024-25 is 0.00% (NIL).

Accordingly, with approval it has been decided to continue the present SOR
as on 30 April 2024, for the period from 1 May 2024 to 30 April 2025. Hence,
SOR which is effective upto 30 April 2024 has remained unchanged for the
period from 1st May 2024 to 30th April 2025.

3. Amendment in SOR:-

Board of Mumbai Port Authority vide Board Resolution No.37 dated
04.05.2023 has approved amendment in existing note at Sr.No.l under
General Notes to Section 3.1(B) of SOR by the notes 1(a) and (b).
Accordingly, Board of Mumbai Port Authority has published amendment in
Sr.No.1 under General Notes to Section 3.1(B) in Maharashtra State
Gazette (29th June — 5th July 2023) for information of all concerned.
Amendment deals with declaring separate VCD in case of stoppage of
import cargo beyond 48 hours.

The Board of Mumbai Port Authority vide Board Resolution No.221 dated
22.02.2024 has approved the amendment in existing note at Clause (viii) of
1.2 of chapter I - General Terms and Conditions of the SOR by the notes 1.2
(a) and (b). Accordingly, Board of Mumbai Port Authority has published
amendment in Clause (viil) of 1.2 of chapter I - General Terms and
Conditions of the SOR in Maharashtra State Gazette (14th March — 20th
March 2024) for information of all concerned. Amendment deals with
raising of bill including interest bill.

B. As far as Estate Related Tariffs are concerned following orders
are notified in Maharashtra State Gazette:-

The Board of Mumbai Port Authority adopted the existing Scale of Rates,
Fees, and Conditions under the Major Port Authorities Act, 2021, initially
valid until 30.09.2022 (Gazette No. 61 dated 28.04.2022). This validity was
extended to 31.05.2023 through subsequent notifications (Gazette No. 126
dated 14.09.2022; Gazette No. 26 dated 21.03.2023).




On 25th April 2023, the Board approved the revised Scale of Rates for 01.10.2022
to 30.09.2027, effective from Olst June 2023 with a 2% annual escalation every
October (Gazette No. 43 dated 26.04.2023).

2. HUMAN RESOURCES AND WELFARE MEASURES:

2.1 Training: For effective implementation of Human Resource Development
Policy defined in the Strategic Plan of MDbPA, thrust was given on Skill
Development, Multi-skills, Improving Work Culture, Quality System Awareness
& imparting intensive training. In all, 40 different types of training courses were
scheduled in the Training Calendar during the year 2023-24. Port Management
Training Centre (PMTC) imparted training to 688 Port employees in 48 batches
against the ISO target of 527 employees throughout the year. The training courses
were conducted by internal and external faculties on various subjects covering six
different functional areas viz.,

(1) Port Traffic and Cargo Operation Management

(i1) Port Safety, Security and Fire Management

(111))  Induction of Technology/IT in Port Operation and Management
(iv)  Administrative Management

v) Financial Management

(vi)  Behavioral Science and Life Style Management.

As per the directives of Dy. Chairperson, from 18.10.2022, PMTC has
conducted Safety Training by clubbing MbPA employees along with employees of
Port Users. During the year 2023-24, PMTC imparted training to 274 employees
of Port Users in 08 batches. Special training courses for retiring employees were
also conducted on 21.04.2023, 17.05.2023, 22.06.2023, 13.07.2023, 22.08.2023,
07.12.2023 and 15.02.2024 wherein 184 employees attended the training. Keeping
in view the Govt. directives, training program on Awareness, prevention and
redressal of sexual harassment complaints at work place was also organized on
11.05.2023 and 28.02.2024.

Further, following training courses have been conducted:

(1) Sensitization program for Cruise Tourism for various agencies
involved in Cruise Terminal was conducted on 11.08.2023,
25.08.2023, 08.09.2023 and 15.09.2023 in co-ordination with
Business Development Cell (BDC) and Regional office of Indian
Tourism Development Corporation (ITDC).

(i1) 'Basic Training Course on CBRN Emergency Management for
Seaport Emergency Handlers’ by National Disaster Management
Authority (NDMA) was conducted from 26.06.2023 to 28.06.2023 in
which 28 employees of MCGM, CISF, PHO, Mumbai Police,
Maharashtra State Security Corporation (MSSC) and officials of
MDbPA participated.

(11)  Five days training program for MbPA officers on Arbitration on the
subject "The theory and practice of dispute resolution" was

organized from 30.10.2023 to 03.11.2023 in which 21 officers
participated.

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(iv)  Three days Orientation training program on “Public Procurement”
for MbPA officers was conducted by IIMM from 20.11.2023 to
22.11.2023 in which 28 officers and dealing staff participated.

v) Cyber Awareness Sessions are also conducted on 15t Wednesday of
every month.”

2.2 HUMAN RESOURCES AND WELFARE MEASURES:

Implementation of Official language: Translation work of statutory
obligation such as Administrative Reports, Annual Accounts, Replies to questions
of Questionnaire during visits of various Honorable Parliamentary Committees,
updated Background notes of Mumbai Port Authority and all documents falling
under Section 3(3) was provided. Apart from this, various activities in compliance
with the implementation of the official language were conducted as shown
chronologically throughout the year. First of all Official Language Inspection
was conducted by the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways on 13.07.2023.
Apart from the official language inspection, during 'Hindi Pakhwada' from
14.09.2023 to 29.09.2023, 6 competitions and various entertainment programs like
Hindi stand-up comedy 'Square-Cut' were organized to generate interest in Hindi
work among the employees and attractive cash prizes were given to the winners
and participants. As per the Annual Programme, 4 Hindi Workshops were
organized regularly 1 in each quarter of the year. In Hindi Workshop the
promoted/newly appointed 42 officers and 8 employees were informed about the
official language policy and the modern technical facilities available on computers
to assist them in the use of the official language Hindi and about the TOLIC,
lectures were organized in this regard. Global Maritime India Summit (GMIS-
2023) was organized in Mumbai from 17.10.2023 to 19.10.2023 in which necessary
translation assistance was provided on immediate war footing. Necessary
translation assistance was provided for chairman’s speeches, key note addresses,
PPT presentations, slides, press reports, banners etc. and other publicity
materials. As per the Official Language Policy, the Town Official Language
Implementation Committee (Central Government Office), Mumbai constituted
with the objective of promoting the wide spread use of the Official Language,
conducts various activities. Mumbai Port Authority is its active member. Apart
from providing Annual Contribution amount and mandatory attendance in the 2
half yearly meetings, MbPA participated enthusiastically in various events and
competitions of the committee and also won prizes. Compliance Reports on the
circulated Minutes of half yearly meetings were also sent to the committee office
from time to time for review. Mumbai Port Authority was inspected by the First
Sub-Committee of the Honorable Committee of Parliament on Official
Language on 19.01.2024. During the meeting, the work of the MbPA in
compliance with the Official Language Policy was found to be satisfactory and a
total of 7 assurances and a list of 21 'Points to be noted' were sent by the Committee
on which appropriate compliance action was taken and the Action Taken Report
through the Ministry was sent to the Committee Secretariat.

2.3  Welfare Measures: An employees' Welfare Fund has been established to
meet the expenditure on miscellaneous welfare activities of the employees. The
fund 1s utilized to meet the expenditure such as running Welfare
Centers/activities, Libraries, Sports events, subsidized canteens and consumer
stores, grant-in aid for sports and recreation activities, Scholarships and prizes to
children of employees. Rs. 44.37 Crore were spent for the Welfare activities
during 2023-2024.

(a) Medical facilities: Mumbai Port Authority Hospital is having 185
beds but currently operating 85 beds, including 6 ICU beds and 8
Casualty. Additional 75 beds can be utilized as and when
requirement of accommodating more patients arises. There are 3
peripheral dispensaries.

The Port Authority is providing medical facilities to the employees, their
family members, retired MbPA employees & their spouse, CISF
personnel posted at MbPA and their dependent family members.
Hospital activity is divided into (1) Out-patient service; (i1) Curative
service; (i11) Diagnostic service; (iv) In patient service; (v) Family
Welfare Centre, which conducts the drives viz. Alcoholic Anonymous
meetings, Rehabilitation of drug addicts and operating ART Centre
marital counselling etc.

Mumbai Port Authority Hospital provides secondary care services. As
regards providing Tertiary and Super-Specialty Care; MbPA Hospital
has empaneled 45 hospitals / diagnostic centers at CGHS rates.

In 2023-24, total 1,23,028 patients visited the OPD @ avg. 410 per day.

> 6037 patients treated in Casualty/ER
> 1778 patients were treated as indoor admissions.

As a part of providing of post—graduation training, degree courses -
DNB in General Medicine and General Surgery were introduced under
National Board of Examination, New Delhi in the year 2000 and same
is continued.

The expenditure during the year 2023-24 incurred by the Medical
Department was Rs.130.80 crore.

Welfare Center: During the year, several Welfare activities were
conducted for employees and their family members at 4 (four) Welfare
centers located at different residential colonies namely (1) Nadkarni
Park, Wadala (2) Tejas Nagar (Reynolds Road) (3) Cotton Green Colony
and (4) Sagargeet Colony, Worli. Also annual sports for MBPT
employees' children also conducted in large scale during the year 2023-
2024 and 100 children were participated in athletic meet.

Canteens: Various articles of food and beverages including snacks,
meals etc. are served to employees as well as port users in 3
departmental canteens, 1 Central Kitchen and 3 Co-operative society
canteens located at various work places. 1 Kiosk at Pir Pau and 3
Kiosks are inside Docks area and 2 Kiosks are outside Docks area to
provide catering services to port users. Catering services of
Departmental Canteen at Jawahar Dweep for employees and port users
have been outsourced to M/s. Annapurna Catering Services from
01.05.2022 till 30.04.2025.

Consumer Societies: To encourage co-operative movement among the
Port Trust employees, co-operative canteens and societies are given
premises, furniture etc. at nominal rent and they are also paid an
annual subsidy to meet a part of wages of the staff of the societies. At
present, there are three consumers' Co-operative Societies namely (1)
MbPT Employees Consumer Co-op. Society Ltd. Mazgaon. (2) MbPT
Sahakari Sahyog Society Ltd., Nadkarni Park old colony and (3)
Mumbai Dock Workers Co-op. Credit Society Ltd. (New Colony)
providing Consumer goods & Grocery to Port Trust employees residing
in the colonies.

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(e) Protection against Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace:

As per provisions of Section 4 of 'The Sexual Harassment of Women at
Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013', the
Internal Committee has been constituted in Mumbai Port Authority.
The Internal Committee meets every quarter and also as and when
required.

In the financial year 2023-24, committee received 2 new cases. 1 case
has been disposed off and 1 (3 complainants against 1 person) is nearing
conclusion. Total 2 workshops, for sensitization of the employees were
conducted during the year on Awareness on The Sexual Harassment of
Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act,
2013.

2.4 Sports and Cultural Activities

On the sports front, Mumbai Port Authority had an excellent year
in 2023-24. In the All India Major Ports Tournaments held during the year,
Mumbai Port team were the Winners in Body Building, whereas, they finished as
Runners-Up in Carrom, Chess, Cricket, Hockey, Kabaddi and Table Tennis.
Mumbai Port Authority team was declared the overall Runner-Up in the AIMP
Athletics. Mumbai Port Authority team secured third place in the AIMP Cultural
Meet. Mumbai Port Authority hosted the All India Major Ports Football
Tournament in 2023-24 at the prestigious Cooperage Ground, Churchgate, with
great pomp and glory, where Chennai Port emerged as the Winners while Mumbai
Port were the Runners-Up. Apart from these, Mumbai Port won medals at
National level, State Level and Local tournament with some of the players going
on to represent the State. There were also a plethora of individual medals earned
by Mumbai Port players. Shri Digvijay Naik, Secretary, Mumbai Port Sports
Council, was appointed as the Judge by Asian Hockey Federation at Asian
Championship Trophy held at Chennai.

3. SAFETY AND CIVIL DEFENCE:

3.1 Safety Management Cell: The MbPA has received a ‘Certificate of
Appreciation’ from the National Safety Council under the ‘National Safety Council
of India - Safety Awards 2023’ in ‘Service Sector’ category. The ‘National Safety
Day’ was observed on 04.03.2024 and on this occasion, a book of ‘Safety Manual for
the Port Users’ was published by the Chairperson, wherein all safety related
information is available. For any reference, this manual is made available for
employee as well as by Port Users on Intranet as well as Internet website of MbPA.
The ‘Dock Safety Week 2024’ was celebrated from 18.03.2024 to 22.03.2024. During
this Safety Week, various Safety Training Programs, Firefighting demonstrations
& Mock Drills were arranged at various locations. The Safety Management Cell
has conducted total 9 Safety Training programs at Port Management Training
Centre, in which 52 MbPA employees & 224 Port Users employees have been
trained. Besides this, 122 On-the-Job Safety Training at various workplaces in
Port premises were conducted, in which 1241 workers were benefitted.

3.2 Civil Defence: The Civil Defence squads of men and women participated
in the Independence Day parade, Fire Service Memorial Parade and Republic Day
Parade, held by Mumbai Port Authority during the year 2023-2024. First Aid
Courses, Fire Fighting Training Courses and Rescue Operation Demonstration
were conducted for volunteers.
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4. ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION:

4.1 Mumbai Port has its own dedicated Environment Management Cell which
monitors (1) Pollution in sea water (11) Quality of Harbour water, Ambient Air
Quality and Noise Pollution. Monitoring of water and air quality is carried out
every month through third party MoEF approved laboratories as per EP Rules
1986 (ii1) Providing reception facilities for safe disposal of Garbage and Hazardous
Waste generated from ships (iv) Collection of floating debris from sea water.

4.2 Mumbai Port Authority complies with the convention and provides Shore
Reception Facility to vessels calling Mumbai Port. Also, as per 'Consent to
Operate' terms and conditions, Mumbai Port Authority complies with 'Air Act-81,
Water Act-74, Environment Protection Act-86'. Mumbai Port Authority has
Environmental Management and Monitoring plan in place and steps are being
taken to make Mumbai Port a Green Port.

4.3. A garden developed on the terrace of Central Kitchen is a model to re-cycle
organic waste in an eco-friendly manner. The garden has won many awards
including the garden competitions held by the National Council for Friends of
Trees.

5. VIGILANCE MEASURES :

Vigilance Department continued to be proactive. Measures such as surprise
inspections, system improvement after study of procedures were carried out with
a view to strengthen the system and restrict the incidence of corruption.
Inspections of corruption prone areas were carried out on regular basis. Apart from
this, inspection of major contracts and purchases was done. During the year, 63
complaints were handled. Of these, 53 complaints have been disposed off after
investigation & necessary action. Also 59 inspections were carried out and 15
Systemic Improvements were suggested by the Vigilance Department during the
year. Various preventive actions taken and inspections done by the Vigilance
Department have resulted into savings to the tune of Rs. 4,95,07,540/- (Rs. Four
Crores Ninety Five lakhs Seven Thousand Five Hundred Forty only). Vigilance
Department continued its efforts of leveraging technology in Port functions for
transparency.

Vigilance Awareness Week was observed in Mumbai Port Authority from
30.10.2023 to 5.11.2023. During the Vigilance Awareness Week, Shri Sarbananda
Sonowal, Hon’ble Minister for Ports, Shipping & Waterways and Shri T.K.
Ramachandran, Secretary (Shipping) visited Mumbai International Cruise
Terminal on 3.11.2023 and viewed drawings made by the students of SNDT
Women’s College on the theme of Vigilance Awareness Week 2023. There was a
ceremonial release of balloons displaying message of Vigilance Awareness Week
by Hon’ble Minister for Ports, Shipping & Waterways, Shri Sonowalji.

Also various competitions (in Marathi, Hindi and English) like Elocution,
Essay, Poetry recitation, Jingle and Rangoli on the vigilance theme for the
employees and their family members were organized.

° Workshop on ‘Cyber Security’ for officials of MbPA

° A quiz on ‘Cyber Hygiene & Security’ was held on MbPA intranet
website to raise awareness on cyber security.

Street play on Public Interest Disclosure & Protection of Informer
(PIDPI) was enacted and also an Animation film on PIDPI was prepared
and circulated in various Whats App groups to spread awareness amongst
the Port employees, Port users/ stakeholders and vendors.

MbPA has enacted ‘Whistle Blower Policy’ for the stakeholders
including the employees of MbPA. The Whistle Blower Policy contains the
procedure for receiving the complaints relating to disclosure of any
allegation of corruption or willful misuse of power or willful misuse of
discretion by any MbPA employee and to inquire or cause an inquiry into
such disclosure and to provide adequate safeguard against victimization of
the person making such complaint and for matters connected therewith and
incidental thereto.
