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CHAIRPERSON’S REPORT

| am indeed pleased to present the Annual Administration
Report of Mormugao Port Authority for the fiscal year
2023-2024 before the Board members, the Govt. of India
and the Parliament, pursuant to the provisions of Major Port
Authorities Act, 2021.

2. Mormugao Port handled 20.63 Million Tonnes traffic
during the year 2023-2024 as against 17.33 Million Tonnes
handled during 2022-2023 with a growth of 19%. The growth
was primarily due to rise in following cargo:

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3. With continuing uncertainty on Iron Ore mining in
Goa, Port earned a total income of Rs. 585.87 Crores as
against income of Rs.485.99 crores in 2022-2023. Similarly,
the total expenditure during the year 2023-2024 was Rs
599.70 crores as against the expenditure of Rs. 496.40
crores in 2022-2023, thereby occurring deficit of Rs.13.83
crores.

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PERFORMANCE PROFILE
2023-24

INTRODUCTION :

Mormugao Port, a fine natural Harbour, is situated on
the West Coast of India at the mouth of river “Zuari”. It is an
open type Harbour protected by a breakwater and a mole.
After liberation of Goa on 19" December, 1961, the Indian
Ports Act, 1908 was extended to Mormugao Port, which was
declared as a Major Port under the Major Port Trusts Act,
1963. The first Board of Trustees was constituted with effect
from 15t July 1964.

2. The vital port particulars covering topography, storage
capacities, berthing facilities, flotilla and cargo handling
equipment’s are given in Statement Nos. | to V, unveil the
picture of Mormugao Port.

OVERALL TRAFFIC:

3. During the year 2023-24, the Port handled traffic of
206.28 lakh tonnes as against 173.34 lakh tonnes handled
during 2022-2023. The traffic comprised 60.78 lakh tonnes
of loaded and 145.50 lakh tonnes of unloaded cargo.

COMPOSITION OF TRAFFIC

4. The traffic of 206.28 lakh tonnes handled during the
year under report consisted of 50.02 lakh tonnes of ores,
9.90 lakh tonnes of POL, Phosphoric Acid and other liquid
cargo and 146.36 lakh tonnes of general cargo. The
composition of traffic handled during 2023-2024 compared
to the previous year is presented in Table -1.

OVERSEAS & COASTAL DISTRIBUTION OF TRAFFIC:

6. The overseas traffic of 167.29 lakh tonnes during the
year mainly consisted of 34.61 lakh tonnes of Iron ore, 9.18
lakh tonnes of Steel Coils, 1.50 lakh tonnes of Granite, 3.08
lakh tonnes of Pig iron, 2.66 Lakh tonnes of Phosphoric Acid,
90.08 Lakh tonnes of Coal/Coke, 3.09 lakh tonnes of Gypsum,
11.25 Lakh tonnes of Limestone, 6.88 lakh tonnes of Bauxite,
1.54 lakh tonnes Fertilizer cargo,2.03 lakh tonnes of HBI and
1.39 Lakh tonnes of Other cargo Whereas, the coastal traffic
of 38.99 Lakh tonnes includes 5.85 lakh tonnes of POL
products, 15.41 Lakh ones of Iron ore, 16.37 Lakh tonnes
Coal/Coke, 1.10 Lakh tones of Bauxite, 0.23 lakh tonnes Iron
& Steel and 0.03 Lakh tonnes of other cargo. The overseas/
coastal traffic handled according to type of commodities in
2023-2024 is presented in Statement No. VII.

FLAG-WISE DISTRIBUTION OF TRAFFIC:
7. An analysis of flag-wise carriage of overseas trade shows

that the Liberian vessels have topped the list in carriage of
cargo with a share accounting for (27%), followed by

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Panamanian (21%), Marshal Islands (13 %), Maltese (7%),
Hong Kong (5 %), Greek (4%), Indian and Singaporean (3%)
each, Bahaman, Cypriot, Italian & Philippian (2%) each,
Belgium, Chinese, Gibraltar & UK (1%) each. and (5%)
belonged to the vessels of other nationalities. Whereas, the
Indian vessels dominated the coastal trade. The flag-wise
distribution of vessels handled in 2023-2024 is presented in
Statement No. VIII.

DESTINATION / ORIGIN OF TRAFFIC:

8. A quantity of 60.78 Lakh tonnes of cargo was loaded at
the Port, of which the major share was exported to China
(58%) followed by Italy (4%), Belgium & Spain (3%) each,
Turkey, UK & USA (2%) each, Kenya, Russia, Bangladesh &
Portugal (1%) each, and 2% by other countries and the share
of export coastal cargo was 20 %.

Likewise, a quantity of 145.50 lakh tonnes of cargo was
Unloaded at the Port. The share of coastal import cargo was
18%, while the overseas imports accounted for 82% shared
by Russia (29%), Canada (12%), Australia (9%), USA (8%),
Oman (6%), Guinea (5%), UAE (4%), Indonesia (3%),
Morocco & South Africa (2%) each, Mozambique (1%) and
remaining (1%) by other countries.

9. During the year, no container ships called at the port as
against 23 ships that handled 2876 TEUs in 2022-2023.

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PILOTAGE :

24. The Port provides round the clock pilotage service.
Shipping movement are carried out by Port’s pilots using
tugs as and when required. During the period the port had 1
regular and 3 contract pilots and thereby the pilots carried
out pilotage duties of 8 hours on the 24 hours weekly off. The
ships have been provided pilots on their arrival as per their
requirement without any delay. The Port carried out 444
movements without pilots, 1178 movements with pilots and
12 cold movements. The Port has one of its own tug and
three hired tugs.

FIRE SERVICES :

25. During the year the Port’s Fire Brigade Personnel
attended 21 nos. major & minor fire calls. During the year 80
tankers discharged Petroleum products for which fire
personnel were deployed on standby duty round-the-clock at
Berth no.8 & 10. Monthly Mock drill exercise was conducted
at various places in Port area. Participated in Mock drill
exercise conducted by Paradeep Phosphate Ltd., IOCL, HPGL
Terminal, Vasco. Also attended / participated in mock drill
exercise conducted under ISPS by CISF. During the period, 5
uprooted tree calls were attended by the section. Cleaning
of berth no. 9, 10 and 11 was carried out by the section. The
Fire Brigade Section conducted Evacuation drill and
demonstration at MOHP site workshop, Cruise Terminal
Building, MPA hospital and Schools. Periodical maintenance
of Fire extinguishers from port area was done in time to keep
in working condition. Fire Service week was observed from
14th to 20™ April, 2023 by paying homage to Fire Martyr’s
by observing 2 minute silence. Fire brigade personnel also
participated in the parade for Independence Day and Republic
Day at Administrative Office building. Spraying of water on
the playground and on roads was carried out by fire personnel.

MARINE SURVEY:
26. The Marine Survey Section provided Hydrographic
survey data for annual maintenance dredging of the Berths,

Turning Circles, Mooring Dolphins and navigational channel.
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The periodic survey of channel and alongside berths were
undertaken to monitor the availability of depth. The section
also provided support for laying of channel light buoys. The
section submitted periodic tidal data and other relevant
information to the Director, Geodetic & Research Branch,
Dehra Dun for publication of Tidal predictions.

COMMUNICATION:

27. The Communication Section of Marine Department
attends to Port Signal Station round-the-clock for keeping
contacts with the ships at the port and looks after the operation,
upkeep and maintenance of Marine Communications systems
installed on Port crafts and other places through Vessel traffic
management System.

The Vessel Traffic Management System (VTMS) has
been upgraded with latest version in Feb., 2018 and is under
guarantee for a period of two years and thereafter 5 years
AMGC will start after completion of guarantee period. The
Automatic Identification System (AIS) has been integrated
with VTMS system which gives the detail particulars of the
ships. Two nos. CCTV cameras with PTZ facilities having a
range of 12 Nautical miles are integrated with VTMS system
as additional Port Surveillance facility.

The Port VHF network maintains watch on the channel
Nos. 10, 11, 12, 14 and 16 round the clock to ensure all
marine operations are at the optimum level. During the
financial year 2023-2024, 772 ships (including Navy, Survey,
Research Vessel, fishing trawlers etc.) Arrived in the Port and
1801 VHF messages were exchanged.

PERSONNEL & INDUSTRIAL RELATIONS:

28. Ason 31t March, 2024 there were 1026 employees on
the role of Port Authority. The class-wise no. of employees
on the roll is given in Statement No. XXVIII.

29. Mormugao Port Authority has been strictly
implementing the orders issued by the Govt. of India in respect
of appointment/promotion of Scheduled Caste (SC), Scheduled

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Tribe (ST), Other Backward Classes (OBC) and Physically
Handicapped (PH) candidates to different categories of posts
in the administration. As on 31.3.2024, 123 employees
belonging to SC, 101 employees belonging to ST, 129
employees belonging to OBC and 11 Physically Handicapped
employees were on the roll of the Port Authority. There were
8 Class-1, 21 Class-Il, 94 Class-Ill and 29 Class-IV Women
\employees on the roll as on 31 March, 2024.

30. The overall labour situation during the year under report
was normal and peaceful.

Construction of 12m wide concrete road
connecting berth no. 5,6,7,8 & 9 to new entry/
exit gate

Mormugao Port had proposed this road as an
alternative and permanent arrangement for road
bound Cargo from Berth No 5,6,7,8, & 9 and also
to new Entry/Exit gate connecting four lane fly over.
Port envisaged to improve Environment protection
measures by providing paved concrete road inside
the operational area, to maintain air quality within
the prescribed standards. The project involved
construction of 12m concrete road about 1Km
length connecting all the existing terminals to
NH17B fly over connectivity. MoPSW approved
DPR and sanctioned the project under Sagarmala
Scheme for Rs. 11.52 cr. The project is executed
through the 50% grants received from Ministry of
Port, shipping and waterways under the Sagarmala
scheme. Tenders were floated and the work was
executed through the selected bidder M/s. Srinivas
Construction & Gompany, Bengaluru. Work
completed on 04.11.2023.

PROJECTS UNDER EXECUTION

Four Lane Connectivity to NH17B

The Port connectivity four lane road NH-17B of
about 13.1 Km. length of NH-17 B from Verna
Junction to Varunapuri junction was completed
and thrown open for traffic since May 2004. For
the balance 5.2 Km. stretch, Work order has been
issued on 14.10.2015 to M/s Gammon India
Limited at an estimated project cost of Rs.546.00
Crores by state PWD who is executing the project
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on EPC mode. The project cost is shared by Govt.
of Goa, Mormugao Port and NHAI. This will
facilitate Port Traffic to access MPT Gate No 9
thereby leading to de-congestion in Vasco City.

LOOP —I from Varunapuri junction to Sada
is 5.2 Kms commissioned on 03.01.2022.

LOOP -l Four lane Fly over from Ravindra
Bhavan junction to Berth No 10 &11 and is in
progress. The work is in progress and is likely to
be completed by 30-08-2024.

Development of International and Domestic Cruise
Terminals, Ropax, ferry and other allied activities
at Mormugao Port.

The Government of India had envisaged the
development of Cruise tourism as a strategic step
to boost tourism in the country .The Government
had identified five Major Ports to be developed as
Cruise Ports in the Country. Mormugao Port was
one among them. Mormugao Port Authority, Goa
(MoPA) had been tasked by the Ministry of Shipping
to take up the initiative for facilitating Cruise
Tourism in Goa. To fulfill this mandate, MPA has
planned the captioned project covering 13.4 Acres
area close to Break Water berth where the cruise
vessels are presently handled. The project involves
the development of world class International and
Domestic Cruise Terminals which act as a gate
way to Goa and also have a facility for Ro-pax and
Ferry Services which will enable the Cruise
Passengers to Crossover to North Goa and other
Tourist destinations.

M/s. Team One India Pvt. Ltd., is the
Architectural Design and Engineering Consultant,
and M/s. Feed Back Infra Pvt. Ltd. is the Consultant
for preparation of Techno Economic Feasibility
Report. The project was approved during the SFC,
DIB meeting held on 23.04.2020 for execution
under EPC (Engineering, Procurement &
Construction) Basis.
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The approved total estimated cost of the
project is Rs. 122.72 crores (EPC — Rs. 101.72
crores & PPP - Rs. 21.00 crores) including
Operations & Maintenance (0&M) for a period of
30 years on PPP mode. The project funding is
being executed through the grants received under
the Sagarmala scheme of the Ministry of Ports,
Shipping & Waterways (MoPSW) and the Ministry
of Tourism (MoT). The MoT had sanctioned an
amount of Rs.50 crores under Assistance to
Central Agencies for Tourism Infrastructure
Development scheme. The MoPSW had also
sanctioned Rs 50 Crores under the Sagarmala
Scheme. Mormugao Port Authority appointed
Cochin Port Authority as the Project Management
Consultant. The project on EPC Mode was awarded
to the selected bidder M/s RCC-ACC (JV), from
Haryana by Cochin Port on 15.03.2022.

The salient features of the proposed Cruise

Terminal facilities are:

e The state of Art Terminal Building will house
the International Cruise Terminal and Domestic
Cruise Terminal.

e International Cruise Terminal will have 24
Immigration counters, 10 checking counters,
waiting lounge, baggage

e Other facilities would include Duty free retail,
lounges, food court, etc.

e The Ancillary commercial Building will have
an experiential shopping zone aimed at Cruise
Tourists and will also be made accessible to
the general public.

Ferry Terminal facilities will be provided.

There will be area for parking, landscaping

and beautification with internal road network

and utilities.

e The areas of the proposed complex
development is as follows: International and
Domestic Cruise Terminal —9872 sq. mitrs.
Ancillary commercial Building -3256 sq. mtrs

The work is in progress and the expected

date of completion is 30.08.2024
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3. Construction of up ramp at Baina Railway yard

The subject project was approved by Ministry
of Port, Shipping and Waterways under Sagarmala
Scheme for Rs 26.13 Cr. The PWD Govt. of Goa
has proposed a down ramp which is landing in the
MPA Railway Yard. In order to fully utilize the down
ramp, Mormugao Port has proposed to construct
an Up ramp in MPA Railway Yard at Baina, which
will facilitate better circulation of road traffic
entering the Port. This will also help to augment
the storage capacity of the Port by making more
area available for stacking cargo such as containers,
general cargo, POL, & break bulk cargo within area.

MoPSW approved DPR and sanctioned the
project under Sagarmala Scheme. Project cost is
Rs 26.13 Crores. The project is executed through
the 50% grants received from Ministry of Port,
shipping and waterways under the Sagarmala
Scheme.

The Project Management Consultancy Services
(PMC) M/s TPLEPL has been appointed on
17.02.2021 for implementation of project and EPC
Tender work is awarded to M/s MMC Project
(India) Pvt.Ltd — Mumbai on 14.03.2022 (M/s
KIMCS JV Infra Project Pvt. Ltd.). The work is in
progress and is expected to complete by 30-08-
2024.

Installation of 3 MWp Solar Power Plant:

Port is in process of installing 3 MWp solar power
plant in line with the directives / target fixed under
Maritime India vision (MIV) 2030, so as to enhance
the usage of renewable solar energy at Port.
M/s Goa Energy Development Agency (GEDA), has
been appointed as a project Management
Consultant for the project.

Design, Engineering, Procurement, Construction,
Commissioning and Comprehensive Management
for 10 (Ten) years of 3 MWp/2.25 MW Solar power
plant has been awarded to M/s Oriana Power
Limited, Noida at the quoted amount of
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(C)

Rs. 14,88,21,000/-, exclusive of GST is expected
to be completed by September, 2024.

Augmentation of firefighting facilities at Berth
no.8.

Berth No.8 is being used by Port operators for
handling Petroleum products / liquid cargo, which
is more than 26 years old. MPA is in process of
augmentation of firefighting facility at Berth No.8.
M/s FLS Engineering Consultants Pvt.Ltd., Mumbai
has been appointed as consultant for the project.

The augmentation of Firefighting at Berth No.8
has been awarded to M/s Sterling and Wilson Pvt.
Ltd., Mumbai at the quoted amount of Rs.
14,60,89,489/- , exclusive of GST and the work is
expected to be completed by November, 2024.

PPP PROJECT UNDER IMPLEMENTATION
1. Operation and Maintenance of Existing Cargo
Berth No 10 & 11 on PPP basis.

The existing Berth No. 10 & 11 was
constructed in the year 1985 and 1993 respectively
with a total berth length of 570 m and capacity of
6MPTPA for handling Dry bulk, Break bulk
containers and liquid cargo. In order to switch over
to landlord port, it was proposed to handover
Operation and Maintenance to Private Operator for
30 years on PPP mode.

To improve the efficiency, modernize handling
operations and to  implement Landlord model
policy, the present proposal was formulated for
operation and maintenance for existing berths along
with back up area of about 116000 sg. m. and
warehouses through the Private operator.

The Concession Agreement was signed with
M/s. Delta infralogistics (Worldwide) Limited on
14-12-2023 for the purpose of Operation and
Maintenance of Berth no 10 & 11 for a period of
30 years with Capital Expenditure of Rs 139.63
crores.
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The likely date of Commencement of
Commercial Operation is by January 2025

Operation and Maintenance International and
Domestic Cruise Terminals, Ropax, ferry and
other allied activities at Mormugao Port on PPP
mode.

The Concession Agreement for Operation
and Maintenance of International and Domestic
Cruise Terminals, Ropax ,ferry and other allied
activities for a period of 30 years on PPP Mode at
the Capital Cost of Rs 22 cr. was signed with
M/s. Goa ICT Pvt. Ltd on 21.09.2023. The expected
date of Commercial Operation is by January, 2025.

3. Development of Dry dock and ship repair yard
in place of existing Barge Jetties at Mormugao
Port on DBFOT Basis:

The project of ‘Redevelopment of Berths 8, 9
and Barge Berths at the Port of Mormugao, Goa,
is re-structured for Development of Dry dock and
ship repair yard in two phases. Phase-l involves,
development of Dry dock and ship repair yard in
place of existing five Barge Jetties and designed to
repair vessels upto 60,000 DWT. Phase-II project
involves development of existing Berth No.9 of
approx. 350 M length to repair vessels of more
than 60,000 DWT. The project will create a
sustainable source of revenue earning to the port.
In addition to that it will also improve the ship
repairing infrastructure in the country along with
creation of new jobs in the form of direct
employment of about 140-200 people and about
500-800 people as indirect employment. The
estimated project cost of Phase-l is Rs. 984 cr.
Ministry has approved the project on 29 February
2024 and is in tendering stage. The Project
Phase-Il is under concept stage.
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Measures / steps taken with regards to Coastal
Shipping Berths, Qil Pollution and Green Port
etc.

Coastal Shipping Berths: Dedicated Coastal
Berth is planned at Vasco Bay and obtaining of EC,
CRZ and resolution of issues regarding the
rehabilitation of Project affected houses with State
Government is under process.

Hence,
the percentage of indent satisfaction ratio is 97.64% as
against 97.64% of the last year. The value of the unserviceable
scrap material disposed of during the year was Rs. 244.88
Lakhs as against Rs. 14.69 Lakhs in 2022-2023.
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37. INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY:

Port runs SAP ERP (Suite on HANA) implemented way
back in December 2009 comprising of various modules viz.
FI-CO, HR-Payroll, MM, SD, CS, PM, PS. Port has also
implemented SAP Process Integration (PI) system to integrate
non-SAP Systems with SAP. Port has also integrated SAP
ERP with Sagar Setu (National Logistics Portal-Marine)
developed and hosted by Indian Port Association.

The Port has also migrated its SAP ERP/Applications from
on-site Data Center to HANA Enterprise Cloud w. e. f.
13.08.2018.

The Port has also hosted SAP Enterprise Portal (EP) -
eportal. mptgoa.com on HANA Enterprise Cloud, an internet
based secured website is used by over 100 Port customers/
users to transact their day-to-day business on 24/7 basis.
The Port has also implemented web based online RFID Access
Control System which is integrated with SAP ERP and
weighbridges.

Port is running SAP’s e-office module viz. File Lifecycle
Management (FLM) Module as e-governance measure to
achieve the goal of Minimum Government and Maximum
Governance. This initiative has helped in improving efficiency,
transparency and accountability of the processes at all levels.

Mormugao Port enjoys the distinction of being the first Major
Port in India to implement SAP’s e-office solution integrated
with SAP ERP namely File Life Cycle Management (FLM),
upgrade its SAP ERP to Suite on HANA (SOH) and migrate
its SAP ERP/Applications from on-site Data Center to HANA
Enterprise Cloud. Mormugao Port has implemented HDFC
Payment Gateway in SAP Portal for ease of doing business
for the port customers. Mormugao Port is also the first major
port to implement Application Programming Interface (API)
integration with the Unified Logistics Platform (ULIP) which
is a virtual Logistics Gateway that brings forth the deep
collaboration between Government and the private Sector to
transform the logistics Sector.

38. During the Financial Year 2023-24, the Training Cell of
MPA conducted/arranged various In-house training
programmes/ Awareness programmes on various topics like
Yoga and Health, Awareness training on EMS, Awareness
programme on various Safety measures, Cyber Hygiene and
Security, Safety Operating Procedures for Granes, Materials
Handling & Safety in stores, QOil Spill Pollution Response,
Preventive Vigilance, Ethics and Governance, recent
development in Public Procurement, training on petty cash
account in SAP, e-Register-Inward / Outward, Disaster
Management, Reservation Roster for the Port Employees,
Electrical Emergency response & PPE, Safety in Lifting &
Cargo handling. Fire Safety, awareness session on Prevention
of Sexual Harassment at work place, etc.

Further Officials were also nominated to attend various
training programmes conducted by the external agencies in
various fields such as, CBRN training, Maritime Security, Green
Port workshops, ELPT (Trainee pilot course), Pollution Control
and waste Management, Training in PPP Projects, etc. A total
number of 1764 employees from all departments have actively
participated in the In-House/ external Training Programmes
(On-line/Offline) conducted by internal and external Faculties.

Further with the direction of MoPS&W, all the employees of
our Port have been registered under “iGoT Karmayogi Portal”
an online training Portal and maximum no. of officials have
undergone various training courses through this Portal.

WELFARE MEASURES:

39. The Port Administration continued its efforts to provide
better welfare amenities to the employees and extended
assistance in promoting all-round growth of employees and
their family members. During the year, an amount of Rs.
24.47 Grores as compared to Rs. 23.07 crores was spent for
providing welfare amenities to its employees.

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Mormugao Port has its own 100 bedded hospital having
fully equipped indoor and outdoor sections, emergency,
supportive and allied services to cater to the medical
needs of patients.

Medical facilities in the disciplines of General
Medicine, General Surgery, Obstetrics, Gynecology,
Radiology Pediatrics, Ophthalmology, Orthopedics,
E.N.T., Anesthesiology, Dermatology, Psychiatry and
Dentistry are available to the employees and their
dependents including Pensioners and their Spouses.
These are further supported by other disciplines of
Physiotherapy, Laboratory and Dietician.

The Hospital is also extending medical facilities of
Ayurveda and Homeopathic treatment to the employees
and their dependents including Pensioners and their
Spouses. Whenever necessary, the arrangements for
external specialist’s consultation and referrals to
recognized empaneled private hospitals are made in
the interest of the patients. The Hospital has qualified
and experienced medical officers, nursing personnel and
other paramedical staff.

In order to give specialized treatment to the needy
patients reporting to the hospital to avail medical
treatment, the Administration has enlisted different
specialists/Super Specialists in disciplines viz.
Orthopedic, Gastroenterologist, Urologist, General
Surgeon, Physician, Ophthalmologist for empanelment
in Port hospital on visiting on calls basis and their
services are made available to the patients on fixed
working days of the week.

Medical facilities are extended to the employees,
Pensioners, CISF of MPA, CISF of Goa Shipyard Ltd.,
Staff of Deepvihar Schools.

The periodic health check-up of Dock workers is
carried out by Occupational Health and Service Centre
(OHSC) regularly as per Dock Safety Act. The periodic
health check-up of all employees and officers is being
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taken up regularly. Screening programmes for diabetics,
neuropathies are arranged for employees/pensioners.
Educative programmes are also arranged in the form of
lectures, exhibitions, etc. for the betterment of health/
life of the employees/patients.

The hospital has well equipped operation theatre
complex. The Hospital also has a well-equipped CSSD.

A fully equipped laboratory with auto analyzer is
also available in Hospital. Hospital has been upgraded
with Siemens Ultrasound Doppler System, C-arm
System in operation theatre and a latest (striker) Digital
Endoscopic Surgical Unit.

There is also a Physiotherapy Unit to cater to the
needs of the patients having bone/muscle disorders.

The Hospital has always actively collaborated with
State Health Services, to carry out various National
programmes etc. like pulse polio programmes. In
addition, HIV awareness, vector control programmes
are conducted during the year. Port Hospital has signed
Memorandum with NACO for HIV testing, counselling
and treatment.

Apart from providing official accommodation, House

41. PROGRESSIVE USE OF HINDI:

In compliance with the Official Language Policy of the
Government of India, Mormugao Port Authority has always
strived to achieve the targets laid down by the Rajbhasha
Vibhag, Ministry of Home Affairs.

All the computers in MPA have been equipped with
Unicode system and the employees have been trained in this.

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Apart from the routine works during the year,
Vigilance Department also carried out surprise Vigilance
Inspections and Vigilance Inspections of the on-going
and post tender works and as systemic improvements,
Circulars/Office Orders were issued to the Departments.
Complaints received were also handled as per the extant
procedures and guidelines.

Mormugao Port observed Vigilance Awareness
Week from Monday, 30" October, 2023, with the theme:
“guER @ Ty X g & gfd wmfda € “Say no

to corruption; commit to the Nation”

Banners with the theme of the VAW 2023 were put
up in prominent places to sensitize the employees on
the importance of integrity in public life. A banner with
Integrity Pledge was also displayed at the entrance of
the Administration Office building.

All HODs were requested to appoint Nodal Officers
to coordinate with Vigilance Department and the
departmental participants. This ensured better
communication and improved participation at the
programmes and events of Vigilance Awareness Week.
Extensive use was also made of the Port’s Lan
Messaging system and WhatsApp to spread awareness
of the events and competitions. The awareness of
VAW?2023 was further heightened as Vigilance
Department involved the PR Cell, Training Cell, and the
maintenance sections of Civil Eng. and Mech. Eng.
Departments together with the contract housekeeping
staff in organizing all the events.

As directed by the Commission, different activities
were also organized in the Port during the Vigilance
Awareness Week to create awareness against corruption.
An Essay Writing Competition on the theme was
organized for the employees on 31t QOctober, 2023.
There was good response with 24 participants. Similarly,
a Poetry Gompetition for the children of the Port
employees was also organized. The Poetry had to be
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an original composition and had to be submitted
through their parents. A total of 7 entries were received.

On the premise that employees need to be vigilant
in all situations, Vigilance Department organized an
awareness session on Cyber Hygiene & Security which
was conducted by the Port’s senior IT officer. The faculty
apprised the audience of the basic dos and don’ts to be
followed when using smartphones and the internet. This
was followed by an interactive session on Personal
Financial Safety conducted by FA&CAOQ. The audience
were highly appreciative of these sessions and the
knowledge gained.

The Concluding Function of the VAW 2023 was
held on 7™ November, 2023. The Chief Guest, Dr. N.
Vinodkumar, IPoS, Chairperson/MPA, quoted from
ancient Indian literature and narrated anecdotes and
real life incidents to make the point that we need to
look within ourselves and to act against corruption rather
than just “say no to corruption”.

Prizes were awarded to the winners of the Essay
Writing and Poetry Competitions. (Vigilance Department
ensured that all participants were later awarded
Participation Certificates). While receiving their prizes,
the Poetry Competition winners read out their poetries
to the audience. The Special Invitees for the functions
were two family members (children of employees) who
shared their views on cybercrimes and security with
the audience.

The Women’s Gell of the Port put up a short skit
“Bribe” on the theme of the VAW 2023. While being
entertaining, the skit put forth the message that merely
putting up posters against corruption is not enough.
What rather matters is providing bribe-free service to
the public. The function concluded with the National
Anthem.
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44. ENVIRONMENTAL UPGRADATION

Protection of the environment is one of the objectives
laid down in the corporate policy of the Port. The measures
taken by the Mormugao Port and private terminal operator to
ensure that pollution due to handling of bulk cargo is
maintained and kept below the prescribed levels are as follows:

GREEN COVER
Mormugao Port is presently having about 33% of area
under Green Gover. The Port has carried out massive
plantation of more than 20000 nos. of trees all along
the boundary since the last 20 years. It is an ongoing
process and carried out every year during monsoons.
In the year 2018 plantations of 1200 Nos of tree
saplings was taken up through Forest Department. In
year 2019-20 Port has carried out plantation of 5000
Nos trees during monsoons around periphery of Port
along roadside, inside Port area. In addition to that,
about 1500 Nos fruit/medicinal plants were distributed
and planted by the locals in the neighborhood of Port,
Educational Institutions, Govt. Offices etc. In year 2020-
21 Port planted 1350 Nos of trees at Port colony and
Port operational areas. In year 2022-23, Port has planted
about 250 nos. of saplings during monsoons along
roadside and Port operational areas in the year 2023-
24 total 2425 Nos planted .25 no. saplings planted at
Administrative bldg. 400 Nos planted along 4 lane road
from Varunapuri to Sada as road arboriculture. 2000
planted by CISF in and around Port areas.

STRUCTURAL CHANGES

Pollution Control Measures

Air quality parameters are constantly monitored through
the CAAQMS stations installed near Port Institute by Port and
other two CAAQMS installed by PPP operators at Sada and
Bogda. Compliances to Consent to Operate issued by Goa
State Pollution Board and compliance to conditions for EC
were monitored and submitted to Regulatory Authorities.
Besides various Environmental protection measures were taken

up.
